They said therefore among themselves, Let us not rend it, but cast lots for
it, whose it shall be: that the Scripture might be fulfilled, which saith, They parted my
raiment among them, and for my vesture they did cast lots. These things therefore the soldiers
did. Now there stood by the cross of Jesus his mother, and his mother's sister, Mary the wife
of Cleophas, and Mary Magdalene.

All the kings of the
nations, even all of them, lie in glory, every one in his own house. But thou art cast out of thy
grave like an abominable branch, and as the raiment of those that are slain, thrust through
with a sword, that go down to the stones of the pit; as a carcass trodden under feet. Thou shalt
not be joined with them in burial, because thou hast destroyed thy land, and slain thy people:
the seed of evildoers shall never be renowned. Prepare slaughter for his children for the
iniquity of their fathers; that they do not rise, nor possess the land, nor fill the face of the
world with cities. For I will rise up against them, saith the LORD of hosts, and cut off from
Babylon the name, and remnant, and son, and nephew, saith the LORD. I will also make it a
possession for the bittern, and pools of water: and I will sweep it with the broom of
destruction, saith the LORD of hosts. The LORD of hosts hath sworn, saying, Surely as I
have thought, so shall it come to pass; and as I have purposed, so shall it stand: That I will
break the Assyrian in my land, and upon my mountains tread him under foot: then shall his

yoke depart from off them, and his burden depart from off their shoulders. This is the purpose
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that is purposed upon the whole earth: and this is the hand that is stretched out upon all the
nations.

Ezekiel 31:1-3

And it came to pass in the eleventh year, in the third month, in the first day of the month, that
the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, Son of man, speak unto Pharaoh king of Egypt,
and to his multitude; Whom art thou like in thy greatness? Behold, the Assyrian was a cedar
in Lebanon with fair branches, and with a shadowing shroud, and of a high stature; and his
top was among the thick boughs.

Ezekiel 31:7-9

Thus was he fair in his greatness, in the length of his branches: for his root was by great
waters. The cedars in the garden of God could not hide him: the fir trees were not like his
boughs, and the chestnut trees were not like his branches; nor any tree in the garden of God
was like unto him in his beauty.

How hath the Lord covered the daughter of Zion with a cloud in his anger, and cast down
from heaven unto the earth the beauty of Israel, and remembered not his footstool in the day
of his anger! The Lord hath swallowed up all the habitations of Jacob, and hath not pitied: he
hath thrown down in his wrath the strongholds of the daughter of Judah; he hath brought
them down to the ground: he hath polluted the kingdom and the princes thereof. He hath cut
off in his fierce anger all the horn of Israel: he hath drawn back his right hand from before the
enemy, and he burned against Jacob like a flaming fire, which devoureth round about. He
hath bent his bow like an enemy: he stood with his right hand as an adversary, and slew all
that were pleasant to the eye in the tabernacle of the daughter of Zion: he poured out his fury
like fire.

This is a lamentation, and shall be for a
lamentation.

But there went up a mist from the earth, and watered the whole face of the ground. And the
LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of
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life; and man became a living soul. And the LORD God planted a garden eastward in Eden;
and there he put the man whom he had formed.

Genesis 2:21
And the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and he took one of
his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof;

Ezekiel 37:1
The hand of the LORD was upon me, and carried me out in the spirit of the LORD, and set
me down in the midst of the valley which was full of bones,

Ezekiel 37:5-6

Thus saith the Lord GOD unto these bones; Behold, I will cause breath to enter into you, and
ye shall live: And I will lay sinews upon you, and will bring up flesh upon you, and cover
you with skin, and put breath in you, and ye shall live; and ye shall know that I am the
LORD.

Ezekiel 37:9-11

Then said he unto me, Prophesy unto the wind, prophesy, son of man, and say to the wind,
Thus saith the Lord GOD; Come from the four winds, O breath, and breathe upon these slain,
that they may live. So I prophesied as he commanded me, and the breath came into them, and
they lived, and stood up upon their feet, an exceeding great army. Then he said unto me, Son
of man, these bones are the whole house of Israel: behold, they say, Our bones are dried, and
our hope is lost: we are cut off for our parts.

Fear not; for thou shalt not be ashamed: neither
be thou confounded; for thou shalt not be put to shame: for thou shalt forget the shame of thy
youth, and shalt not remember the reproach of thy widowhood any more. For thy Maker is
thine husband; the LORD of hosts is his name; and thy Redeemer the Holy One of Israel; The
God of the whole earth shall he be called. For the LORD hath called thee as a woman
forsaken and grieved in spirit, and a wife of youth, when thou wast refused, saith thy God.
For a small moment have I forsaken thee; but with great mercies will I gather thee. In a little
wrath I hid my face from thee for a moment; but with everlasting kindness will I have mercy
on thee, saith the LORD thy Redeemer.

Isaiah 55:3-4

Incline your ear, and come unto me: hear, and your soul shall live; and I will make an
everlasting covenant with you, even the sure mercies of David. Behold, I have given him for
a witness to the people, a leader and commander to the people.



Isaiah 9:6-7

For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his
shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counselor, The mighty God, The
everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace. Of the increase of his government and peace there
shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish
it with judgment and with justice from henceforth even forever. The zeal of the LORD of
hosts will perform this.

And
when he was come in, he did eat and drink, and said, Go, see now this cursed woman, and
bury her: for she is a king's daughter. And they went to bury her: but they found no more of
her than the skull, and the feet, and the palms of her hands. Wherefore they came again, and
told him. And he said, This is the word of the LORD, which he spoke by his servant Elijah
the Tishbite, saying, In the portion of Jezreel shall dogs eat the flesh of Jezebel: And the
carcass of Jezebel shall be as dung upon the face of the field in the portion of Jezreel; so that
they shall not say, This is Jezebel.
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
