


Isaiah 50:1 — The Mother
Thus saith the LORD, Where is the bill of your mother's divorcement, whom I have put
away? or which of my creditors is it to whom I have sold you? Behold, for your iniquities

have ye sold yourselves, and for your transgressions is your mother put away.

Ezekiel 19:10-14 — The Mother

Thy mother is like a vine in thy blood, planted by the waters: she was fruitful and full of
branches by reason of many waters. And she had strong rods for the sceptres of them that
bare rule, and her stature was exalted among the thick branches, and she appeared in her
height with the multitude of her branches. But she was plucked up in fury, she was cast
down to the ground, and the east wind dried up her fruit: her strong rods were broken and
withered; the fire consumed them. And now she is planted in the wilderness, in a dry and
thirsty ground. And fire is gone out of a rod of her branches, which hath devoured her fruit,
so that she hath no strong rod to be a scepive to rule. This is a lamentation, and shall be for a

lamentation,

Hosea 4:5 — The Mother
Therefore shalt thou fall in the day, and the prophet also shall fall with thee in the night, and
I will destroy thy mother.

Hosea 10:12-15 — The Mother

Sow fo yourselves in righteousness, reap in mercy,; break up your fallow ground. for it is time
to seek the LORD, till he come and rain righteousness upon you. Ye have plowed wickedness,
ye have reaped iniquity; ye have eaten the fruit of lies: because thou didst trust in thy way, in
the multitude of thy mighty men. Therefore shall a tunult arise among thy people, and all thy
fortresses shall be spoiled, as Shalman spoiled Betharbel in the day of battle: the mother was
dasled in pieces upon her children. So shall Bethel do unto you because of your great

wickedness: in a morning shall the king of Israel utterly be cut off.

Hosea 2:2 — The Mother
Plead with your mother, plead: for she is not my wife, neither am I her husband: let her
therefore put away her whoredoms out of her sight, and her adulteries from between her

breasts;
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Proverbs 7:26

For she hath cast down many wounded: yea, many strong men have been slain by her.

Psalms 2:2 - The Conspiracy
The kings of the earth set themselves, and the rulers take counsel together, against the

LORD, and against his anointed, saying,

Jeremiah 13:18 — Male & Female
Say unto the king and to the queen, Humble yourselves, sit down: for your principalities

shall come down, even the crown of your glory.

Song of Solomon 8:5 — The Mother

Song of Solomon 3:4 — The Mother’s Chamber

Song of Solomon 8:1-2 — The Mother’s House

O that thou wert as my brother, that sucked the breasts of my mother! when I should find thee
without, I would kiss thee, yea, I should not be despised. I would lead thee, and bring thee
into my mother's house, who would instruct me: I would cause thee to drink of spiced wine

of the juice of my pomegranate.

Zechariah 5:1-11 — The Female of Wickedness

Then I turned, and lifted up mine eyes, and looked, and behold a flying roll. And he said unio
me, What seest thou? And I answered, I see a flying roll; the length thereof is twenty cubits,
and the breadth thereof ten cubits. Then said he unto me, This is the curse that goeth forth
over the face of the whole earth: for every one that stealeth shall be cut off as on this side
according to it; and every one that sweareth shall be cut off as on that side according to it.

Ezekiel 16:28 — The Whore
Thou hast played the whore also with the Assyrians, because thou wast unsatiable, yea, thou

hast played the harlot with them, and yet couldest not be satisfied.
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Revelation 17:1 — The Great Whore
And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying
unto me, Come hither; I'will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon

many waters:

Revelation 17:5 — The Mother
And upon her forehead was a name written, MYSTERY, BARYLON THE GREAT, THE
MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH.

Revelation 17:15-16 — The Whore

And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples,
and multitudes, and nations, and tongues. And the ten horns which thou sawest upon the
beast, these shall hate the whore, and shall make her desolate and naked, and shall eat her

fesh, and burn her with fire.

Revelation 19:2 — The Great Whore
For true and righteous are his judgments: for he hath judged the great whore, which did
corrupt the earth with her fornication, and hath avenged the blood of his servants at her

hand,

Revelation 2:19-24 — The Mother Jezebel

I know thy works, and charity, and service, and faith, and thy patience, and thy works, and
the last to be more than the first. Notwithstanding I have a few things against thee, because
thou sufferest that woman Jezebel, which calleth herself a prophetess, to teach and 1o seduce
my servants fto commit fornication, and to eat things sacrificed unto idols. And I gave her
space to vepent of her fornication; and she repented not. Behold, I will cast her into a bed,
and them that commit adultery with her into great tribulation, except they repent of their
deeds. And I will kill her children with death; and all the churches shall know that I am he
which searcheth the reins and hearts: and I'will give unto every one of you according to your
works. But unto you I say, and unto the rest in Thyatira, as many as have not this doctrine,
and which have not known the depths of Satan, as they speak,; I will put upon you none other

burden.
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Song of Solomon 3:4 — The Mother’s Chamber

Isaiah 57:3-4 — The Sorceress
But draw near hither, ye sons of the sorceress, the seed of the adulterer and the whore.
Against whom do ye sport yourselves? against whom make ye a wide mouth, and draw out

the tongue? are ye not children of transgression, a seed of falsehood, (Satan)

2 Kings 9:22- The Mother Jezebel
And it came to pass, when Joram saw Jehu, that he said, Is it peace, Jehu? And he answered,
What peace, so long as the whoredoms of thy mother Jezebel and her witcherafis are so

many?

Nahum 3:4 — The Mistress of Witchcrafts
Because of the multitude of the whoredoms of the wellfavoured harlot, the mistress of
witchcrafts, that selleth nations through her whoredoms, and families through her

witchcrafis.

Micah 7:8-10 — The Female Opponent

Rejoice not against me, O mine enemy: when I fall, I shall arise; when I sit in darkness, the
LORD shall be a light unto me. I will bear the indignation of the LORD, because I have
sinned against him, until he plead my cause, and execute judgment for me: he will bring me
Jorth to the light, and I shall behold his righteousness. Then she that is mine enemy shall see
it, and shame shall cover her which said unto me, Where is the LORD thy God? mine eyes

shall behold her: now shall she be trodden down as the mire of the streets.

Ezekiel 16:49 — The Sin of Sodom
Behold, this was the iniquity of thy sister Sodom, pride, fulness of bread, and abundance of

idleness was in her and in her daughters, neither did she strengthen the hand of the poor

and needp.
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
